Run For Pie is a primary fundraiser for the Haiti Committee of Eastern lowa which supports the education
of over 4,000 impoverished youngsters in the rural countryside of Belle Fontaine, Haiti. We provide
needed school supplies, pay teacher salaries, and organize continuing teacher inservice training.

We empower villagers to ultimately meet their needs without outside help.
